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PRACTICAL EDUCATION.
2$SE feel no apology is required for 
*** reverting to this matter once anti 
again. It is one of the questions that are 
uppermost in minds of all intelligent 
members of the community 

The present system of “quick-drilling" 
through the schools i? harmful to the in­
terests of the country, in that the child­
ren do not stay long enough at school to 
get at the root of sound education as in 
the olden days—" Pass or no pass." the 
pupils in the class must be promoted 
after the examination ; according to the 
Code, no pupil is allowed to sit twice for 
the same examination. This arrange­
ment only benefits those pupils who ait- 
gifted with quick perception and the pro­
portion of such pupils in every school 
could not exceed 20% in the interior 
towns.

It is evident that something should be 
done for the slow students to compensate 
for their palpable deffieiency. Nature sel

portant town and district.
