Law of Inheritance
Is a knowledge that teaches thè proportion of each lieir from thè left property whether male or female or 
' hermaphrodite.
Evidence from thè Qur’àn “For men there shall be a share from thè properties left behind by thè parents or thè 
relatives whether few or plenty a certain proportion allotted (to them).
And in thè Hadith, “Surely, Allah does not entrust thè sharing of your heirs to a dose angel neither does Fle 
entrust it to a sent prophet, but He Himself takes over thè sharing in a very clear measure. And thè prophet says 
again “There is no will for thè heir(s)”
In consensus opinion of thè Muslim scholars of various epochs unanimously agreed that surely thè inheritance is 
compulsory and lawful, nobody shall avoid it except he that is against thè Qur’an and Sunna; thè idle player of 
his religion

Factors oi Inheritance
There are thre&reasons for inheritance: t
Relation: Such ks father, son, grandfather, mother, thè grandmother, daughter, grand daughter, etc.
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Slavery: Whoever set a slave free. The slave is entitled to his properties, provided he has no heir.
Marriage: ljusband can inherit from his wife and vice-versa.

Conditions for Inheritance
For inheritance there are three conditions attached to it:
1. Confinhation of thè death of thè deceased.
2. Existence of thè heir after him.
3. Availability of properties to be shared.
A poet says:
The factors to inheritance by thè people are three, each shall benelìt thè shares of bequeath.
They are: Marriage, slavery and relation, beyond these, there is no other link (to thè inheritors).

Impediments to Inheritance
For thè inheritance are impediments put together under this acronym:

“ISH” “LAKA” “RISO"
1. Stili born baby shall not inherit; child born without breathing would not also inherit or be inherited.
2. Doubt over who died tirsi: like a group of relatives that died that they could not determine who died first or. 

last; there shall not be inter-inheritance among them.
3. Allegation of Adultery: If thè husband and wife underwent thè process of curse, and one of them died before 

thè appointed period lapses or not too far after thè period, they shall not inherit each other.
4. Infidelity: Whoever changes his religion shall not inherit orbe inherited provided he died in h!s/her adopted 

religion.
5. Slavery: The slave shall not inherit freni thè properties of his consanguine that are not slaves for he is under

thè custody of a master and he has nolhing to give out. ,
6. A bastard: A bastard shall not inherit troni thè properties of his acclaimed father except that he svili inherit 

from his mother, for what is not in existence in law is like what is not in existence physically.
7. Delìberdjte Killing: One who deliberately kills shall not inherit anything. For he, was acctised of thè untimely 

death ot thè deceased. But provided that he is exonerated of thè killing, he shall not inherit from thè soul 
prize again. Al- Tilmisaniyyah Author has pointed to this as thus:

What (serves as) impediments to inheritance be sure, are six
Fi.ve out of them are total impediments
They are: change of religion, slavery and deliberate killing
And doubt cast on thè first to have died try to undersland my submission.

And one is just a situational impediment 
It is thè one that brings abe jt  confusion.

Types of Inheritance
The inheritance shall be on compulsory share or by entitlement
Gompulsory share: is what thè supreme jurist (Al)ah ) affirms as a share of each heir in His Glorious hook and thè 
prophetic tradition.
How many types of Compulsory Share
The types of thè share are six: 'A, 2 1 'A, ' „, 18
Those entitled to 'A of thè properties: daughter, granddaughter. full sister, paternal sister and husband.
Those entitled to ''3: Mother, maternal brother (with absence of children)
Those entitled to 3'3: The daughters, full sisters and paternal sisters.
Those entitled to 'A: Husband and wife (in absence of child)
Those entitled to w6: Father, Mother, grandfather, grandmother, granddaughter, maternal sister, maternal brother, 
paternal sister.
Those entitled to ’V  Wife or Wives (with thè presence of child or ch'ildren).

What is entitlement?
It is thè colle&ion of thè whole property/money of thè inheritance or thè remaining ones from those entitled to 
thè Heir or some portions of thè property left with somebody who is in thè sanie eategory.

Who are thè Meirs?
Those who entitled to thè heirs are: thè father, thè grandfather, thè daughter, thè daughter of thè son (even if thè 
mother is low) thè grandmother, thè nephew sister by thè sanie father and mother, thè husband, thè wife, thè 
nephew brother and sister, thè maternal sisters and daughters

YVho can lawfully inherit?
They are Mother, grandmother, vvife, husband, materna! brother and sister.

Who inherits by entitleinent alone?
The son, thè great grandson (even if lovv) thè nephew, thè father’s brother, thè son of thè nephew, thè son of 
father’s brother, thè paterna! uncle, thè uncle of father’s brother, thè sons of thè paterna! uncles. thè freed slaves 
and his wards and thè Muslim community treasury.
Those who combine rights and thè entitlement: Father, Grandfather (if ascendano Daughter, Daughter of son, 
Full sister and Paternal Sister.

Prevention
Prevention means denial of somebody’s right and Legacy to inherit. lt is of two kinds:

(a) Absolute Prevention; (b) Partial Prevention.
Absolute Prevention: ls lite outright or complete prevention from thè inheritance.
While thè Partial prevention: means th’at thè shares of thè heirs may be gradually reduced from thè highest to 
thè lowest degree (i.e. from l/3lol/bor from one -  quarter 'A to '/8 and so on.
Category of those Entitlements that can inherit
Those who are entitled to thè heirs includes, thè sons, falhers, brothers grand fathers, thè sons of thè brothers, thè 
uncles and tjjreir sons, thè freed slave and his wards and thè Muslim community treasury.
The people that also remain for thè heir
The son, thè grand son (even if low) thè father and thè grand father (even though high) thè nephew or brother to 
thè father’s Jjrother thè materna! uncle, thè father’s unclp, thè son of materna! uncle, thè son of father’s uncle, thè 
freed slave and his wards, thè Muslim community treasury and thè sisters if they are together.
“The sister becomes law fui to thè property even if thè deceased one has a daughter or daughters”.

Verses of Inheritance in thè Holy Qur’ an
There is a share for men and a share for women from what is left by parents and those who nearest 

related, whetfter thè property be small or large is a legai share. _
And when thè relatives and thè orphans and at MasàkTn (thè needy) are present at thè lime division. give 

them out of thè property and speak lo them vvords of kindness and justice.
And let those (execulors and guardians) have thè sanie fear in their minds as they would bave for their 

own, if they had left vveak offspring behind, so let them fear Allah and speak right vvords. Verily, those who 
unjustly eat up thè property of orphans,- they eal up only tire into their bellies, and they will be burnì in thè 
blazingfire!

Allah commands you as regards your children’s (inheritance) to thè male, a portion equal to that of two 
females; if (there are) only daughters, two or more, their share is two of thè property. If only one, her share is 
half. For parents a sixth share of thè property to each if thè deceased left children; if no children and thè parents 
are thè only heirs, thè mother has a third; if thè deceased left brothers or sisters thè mother has a sixth. (The 
distribution in all cases is) after thè paympnt of legacies he may have bequeathed or debts you know not which of 
them whether your parents or your children are nearest to you in benefit; (these feed shares) are ordained by 
Allah and Allah is Ever All-knovver, All-wise. ‘

In that which your wives leave, your share is a half if they have no children but if they have a chi ld you 
get a fourthxif that which they leave after payment of legacies that they may have bequeathed or debts in that 
which you laave (their your wives) share is a fourth if you leave no child but if you leave a child they get an eight 
of that which you leave after payment of legacies that you may have bequeathed or debts. I f thè man or woman 
whose inheritance is in question has left neither ascendants, but has left a brother or a sister, éach one of thè two 
gets a sixth but if more tlian two, they share in a third, after payment of legacies he or she may have bequeathed 
debts so, that no loss is caused to (anyone) This is a commandment from Allah; and Allah is Ever All-knowing, 
most forbearing (Q 4:7-12). ’

Prophetic sayings 011 thè importante of Law of Inheritance
It is related by Muslim that Prophet (S.A.W) said that Allah Tacila has neither given thè share of thè 

inheritance to any pious angel nor lo an anointed messengers, but (-He had) laid thè means of its sharing in a very 
clear way without extortion for thè heirs.
The prophet encouraged having knowledge of inheritance when he says:

Learn about inheritance and 'impact it to other people because soonest, this 
problemi may arise until there may be differences in inheritance between two 
people without settlement.
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The prophet (S.A.W) further says: knovvledge is of Three kinds: Entire clear injunction verses from thè Qur’an,
thè pi Qphetic sayings and thè sound and very straight forvvard knovvledge of inheritance.
The prophet also added: - Learn about .the inheritance and leach others, and surely it is haif of knovvledge and 

t  first to be forgotten and perished among mv community (Ummah).
The roiulition of thè father
Examples:
1. The father can personally inherit thè whole proportion oit legality.
2. T he faiher and thè son: - T he father vvould compulsorily inherit u6 of thè property wliile thè remaining goes 

to thè son by entitlement.
3. The father and thè Daughter: - The father can also inherit thè 1/6 of thè property then Zi belongs to thè 

daughter and thè remaining goes lo thè father by erltitlenient.

Principle
There are three condilions for thè father:
1 . Inheriting thè whole property by entitlement in thè absenee of any other person surviving.
2 . Inheriting 1/6 of thè property in thè presence of male child by entitlement.
3. The father combines thè legality and entitlement in thè presertee offemale heir.

No condition can prevent thè father in thè presence of any other heirs.

Verses o f Heir in tlie Holy Qur’an 1
7) For men is a share of vvhat thè parents and dose relatives leave, and for vvomen is a share of vvhat thè 

parents and dose relatives leave. be it little or mueh -  an obligatory share.
8) And when (other) relatives and orphans and thè needy are present at thè (time of) division, then provision 

for them (something) out of it (i.e. thè estate) and speak to them words of appropriate kindness.
9) And let those (executors and guardians) fear (injustice) as if they (themselves) had left vveak oftspring 

behind and feared for them. So let them fear Allah and speak words of appropriate justice.
10) lndeed, those vvho devour thè property of orphans unjustly are only consuming into their bellies lire. And 

they vvill be burned in a Blaze (i.e. Hellfire).
11) Allah instructs you concerning your children (i.e. their portiops of inheritance): for thè male, vvhat is equal 

to thè share of two temale. Bui if there are (only) daughters, tvvo or more, for them there are (only) 
daughlers, tvvo or more, for them is two thirds of one's estate. And if there is only one, for Iter is hall'. And 
for one '| parents, to each one of them is a sixth of his estate if he left children. But if he had no children and 
thè parents (alone) inherit from him, then for his mother is one third. And if he had brothers (and/or sisters), 
for his mother is a sixth, after any bequest he (may have) made or debt. Your parents or your children -  you 
knoiv not vvhich of them are nearest to you in benefit (These shares are) an obligation (imposed) by Allah, 
lndeed, Allah is ever knowing and vvis,

12) And for you is haif of what your wives leave if they have no child. But if they have a child, for you is one 
fourth if vvhat they leave, after any bequest they (may have) made or debt. And for them (i.e. thè wives) is 
one fourth if you leave no child. But if you leave a child, then for them is an eight of vvhat you leave, after 
any bequest you (may have) made or debt. And if a man or vvoman leaves neilher ascendane nor 
descendants but has a brother or a sister, then for each one of them is a sixth. But if they are more than two, 
they share a third, after any bequest which was made or debt, as long as there is no detriment (caused). 
(This.is) an ordinance from Allah and Allah is (mosti knowing and for hearing. (Q.4-.7-12)

Condition of thè grandfather
Examples
1 . The grandfather as a sole survivor will inherit thè whole of thè estate on thè ground of entitlement.
2. The grandfather, thè mother and thè wife. The grandfather vvill take thè remains after one third of thè 

mother and one quarter of thè wife vvith entitlement.
3. The grandfather, thè son. The grandfather will then inherit w6 of-the property as ordained (in thè holy 

Qur’an). The remains is for thè son.
4. The grandfather and thè daughter. T he grandfather will inherit 1/6 of thè property as ordained, and thè 

daughter will be given Vi of thè estate, while thè grandfather will take thè remains vvith entitlement.

The principle
The grandfather has three conditions

1. To ir&ierit solely, if there is no offspring for thè deceased
2. To inherit only thè 1 g of thè property if there is a son or son’s son

Thè fourth conditimi for thè grandfather 
Examples:
1. The grandfather and two full brothers. The grandfather will take l'3 of thè property or equal share of thè 

remaining will before thè brothers.
2. The grandfather, thè full brother and thè full sister. The grandfather takes equal share of a male. The male 

brother will take a portion equal to thal of two females (sisters).
3. The grandfather and two full sisters. fiere thè grandfather takes portion of thè equal shared a male (that is) a 

portion equal to two females while thè remaining will be shared among thè sisters.
4. The grandfather and three paternal brothei's. The grandfather will take of thè property. The remains will 

be equally shared among thè three brothers.

The principle
The fourth condition for thè grandfather is.to be with bini two kinds of brother: The full brother or 

paternal brother. So far that there is no any member of righi shares (.-Ishab al-faraid) among them, thè 
grandfather will be given thè property that suits him most among these two: either to take i;3 or a portion of 
equal shared, but if thè brother is not up to two equal share is suitable for thè grandfather

The fifth condition for grandfather 
Examples:
1. The grandfather, full brother, wife and mother. Eaeh of thè grandfather and mother will take L,6 of thè 

property Vi will be giveri to thè wife thè remains will be equally shared among thè brothers.
2. The grandfather, two paternal brothers, husband and mother. The grandfather will take thè remaining !/3 as a 

member of righi shares, thè husband will take 'A and thè mother l/6 while thè remaining property will be 
shared equally among thè two brothers.

3. The grandfather, two full sisters husband and mother. The grandfather will take one portion of thè equal 
shared property with thè two sisters, 'A of thè property will be given to thè husband, mother will take w6 of 
thè property due to thè presence of thè sisters.

The principle:
The fifth condition for thè grandfather is to be with him two kinds of brothers, either full brother or 

paternal brother only, and a member of right share is among them. Then, thè grandfather will inherit what suits 
him most among thè following; wb of thè property. one third of thè remaining property after thè share of 
members of thè right sharers, or a portion of thè equal shared with thè brothers. Should thè equal share is more 
suitable favourble to him.

The sixth condition l'or thè grandfather, (he grandfather and thè residue 
Examples
1. The grandfather, thè full brother and thè paternal brother. The grandfather wifl take u3 of thè property after 

that, thè each of thè brothers will take but thè full brother w ill go back and collect hall'of thè paternal 
brother’s share.

2. The grandfather, thè full brother and thè paternal sister. To share thè property equally is more suitable for 
thè grandfather here.
Then, it will be shared into live, thè grandfather will take two. The full brother two. Then thè full brother 
will also collect half out thè share of thè paternal sister.

3. The grandfather, thè full sister and thè paternal sister. The property will be shared into tour. The grandfather 
takes tw$a while each ot (he sisters will take one. The full sister will lurn to thè paternal sister and take Vi out 
of thè share of paternal sister.

The Principle i
The sixth cohdition for grandlather is to be with him, two kinds of brothers. paternal or l'ull brothers. To share 
thè property on equal bases is more suitable here for thè grandfather; after thè grandfather has taken his own 
share, thè full brother will go back to thè paternal brother and take out of his sharejn ofìtcrrio get what he 
supposed to have, if thè grandfather does noi exist. 'a<=;
The grandfather can only be excluded in presence of thè father.

3. Husband and a son. The husband takes 'A of thè estate, while thè son will take all thè remaining property.
4. Wife and a full brother. The wife takes 1 4 of thè property and thè rest will be given to thè brother by righi.
5. Two vvives and a daughter. The tvvo wives will take 'g each. And hall" of thè property will be given to thè 

daughter.
6. Three wives and a son. The wives will take ' 8 of thè property while thè remaining goes to thè son by 

entitlement.

The Principle
There are two conditions for thè husband
1. To inherit hall" of thè property il" thè deceased bave no son or grandson.
2. To inherit 'A of thè property if there is a son or son’s son for1 thè deceased

There are two conditions fòr thè wife.
1. To inherit % of thè property if there is no son or grandson for thè deceased
2. To inherit 1 s of thè property if there is a son or grandson for thè deceased
Both thè husband and thè wife cannot be excluded totally but their share can only be reduced.

Condition of thè Mother 
Example:
1. The mother and thè full sister. The mother will talee ' ;l of thè property and thè hall" of it will be given to thè 

sister. The remaining will be deposited into thè Muslim community treasury.
2. The mother and thè daughter. The mother will take vb of thè property for presence of thè daughter; hall" of it 

will be given to thè daughter, while thè residue will be taken to thè Muslim community treasury.
3. fhe mother and thè son. The mother takes $ due to thè presence of thè son. The remaining will be taken by 

thè son by entitlement.
4. The mother, full brother and a full sister! The mother takes of thè property due to presence of brothers. 

The remaining goes to thè brothers.

The Principle
There are two conditions for thè mother.
1. To inherit l/) of thè property if there is no son or grandson and if thè brothers are not many .
2. To inherit g of thè estate if there is son or grandson for thè deceased and if thè brother is not more than 

one.
They can never be totally excluded.

Condition of Materna) Brother 
Examples
1. Materna! brother, husband and mother. The maternal brother will take hb of thè property. The husband will 

take 'A of it. While thè mother will be given 13.
