A WARM RECEPTION 

We had several outings 
with some of the College 
societies, among which were 
visits to Oxford and Camb­
ridge Universities. M o r e  
thrilling to me. perhaps, 
were the visits I made to 
the homes of two English 
student friends of mine 
Their fnmflies gave me a 
very warm reception, and 
the memory of those meet- 
igs will always b e  a 
flippy one.

Most colonial students 
seemed to he more concer­
ned with their studies than 
with Ihe social aspect nf 
University life. I was no 
exception. Nevertheless. I 
was a committee member 
of the London Inter-Faculty 
Christian Union and the 
Liberal Society of the Colle­
ge. In these societies and in 
the weekly Students’ Union 
meetings, there wai a lo t of 
interest and amusement. 
Most fascinating and. at the 
same time educativ. was 
the enormous variety o f  
opinions, freely expressed, 
on questions which ranged 
from "Reincarnation" t o 
“Commonwealth Students 
In Britain",

Not only this, one got to 
know more about o t h e r  
countries and people than 
one could from Books. This 
free interchange o f ideas 
among students from a 1 1  
paita of the world is an 
essential part of Univer­
sity educ tioo, I  think. It 
certainty can promote inter­
national understanding.

I should record that I 
noticed no discrimination 
against colour o r  race from 
my fellow students: not even 
a t students' gatherings out­
side my own College. Stu­
dent was a student whether 
he came from Somerset In 
England, from Delhi i n 
India or fiom Kingston in 
Jamaica. If you were ready 
to mix and carry about 
with you your humour, your 
wit and o f  co m e , your 
smiles, a happy time

OPPORTUNITIES 
I would admit readily 

that life may not he the 
same for all students. After 
all. the London School of 
Econom;cs Is only one of 
several college in t h e  
University.

It must be s iid  however, 
that a lot depends on the 
type of person one is and 
the sort of life one wishes to 
live in England, 
dificulties in Irving away 
from one’s own country, 
and I did have my full share 
or these.
