First Loan To Liberia
The World Bank's firs; loan lo Liberia, totalling 

£1,030,000, made on Jauuary 8 , will tie used for high­
way construction and maintenance covering the entire 
country- The road and bridgefbuilding scheme is ex­
pected to make an important contribution to Liberia's 
economy. The Bank have agreed to delay amortization 
of its loan until June 1972,

Demand For African Products
African robusta cotrees have reached their highest 

price level on the London market since 1958 and the 
general picture for African prouucers is one of ‘strong 
demand especially from grinders of instant coffee. This 
was stated in the Financal Times of Tuesday January 
8, in an article on the "Coffee Boom” .

The i. iernational Coffee Agreement has certainly 
contribu'cd to the improved coffee prices, which can 
bd expected to prevail for the next year, it says.

British Aid For Africa Refugees
“ Intcr-Church A id''-an organ of the British Coun­

cil of Churches-is to provide £56,000 to finance a 
scheme aimed at helping refugees in Central African; 
The project, covering food-production and land settle­
ment for over 18,000 refugees from Rwanda, was 
proposed by the United Naiions H'gb Commissioner 
for Refugees.

It also maintains an advice mur e  which deals 
with inquiries from African students in London and gives any aid 
it can to both individuals and educational oiganisati&ns in Africa.
