©HERE are many reasons why we 
should get our waterways opened 

up. Foremost among these is the con­
sideration of the loss to the country of 
many valuable lives through motor acci­
dents fromtime to time lives of people we 
we can ill afford to lose in the community 
—without counting those who were per­
manently disabled and disfigured through 
these accidents. The number of sick­
ness and death resulting from the dust­
laden atmosphere, caused by the heavy 
wheel traffic ceaselessly passing through 
the large towns night and day. The stea­
dy increase to the already too large num­
ber of motor vehicles on the roads in the 
Western Provinces by addition of new 
machines arriving upon almost every 
steamer from Europe and America, is 
such as to consititute it a positive danger 
and a menace to the life and health of 
the people. The country seems to be 
passing at present under a wave of Motor 
-mania-a peculiar disease afflicting every 
class of people in the Yoruba Provinces 
especially. This motor craze has develop 
ed into such a huge and ominious propor­
tions as to render the important roads 
unsafe for pedestrians as well as vehicu­
lar traffic to such an extent that it will 
certainly be necessary for the Govern­
ment to call in legislation to limit ancW 
control the number of motor vehicle* 
permissible in each town and road.

We are much concerned with the num­
ber of prosperous African traders whose

businesses were ruined through embark­
ing in motor transportation business. 
There are fifteen well known names of 
such ruined traders in this town alone 
and those among them who still continue 
to carry on the enterprise are only doing 
so at a great loss to their capitals.

This is progress in the wrong direc­
tion and the sooner a halt is called in 
this mad rush to own and run motor 
transport business the better.

We do not object to Pleasure Cars as 
these are quite indispensable for all bu­
siness purposes. What we contend a- 
gainst is the innundation of the country 
with motor vans, lorries and wagons that 
are now causing appalling destruction lo 
the life and limb of the people.lt was only 
last week that q Chief, the Eleyinmi of 
Eiiomo near Ue$a was knocked down 
and killed on the spot by one of these 
machines and several people lost their 
lives in a m <tor which caught fir. o . 
Lag'-s-AtofOkuta Road-

of easy transportation.but it is not a sound 
policy on the part of our people to put 
all their eggs in one basket—and that one 
an extremely dangerous and risky bas­
ket indeed.

From the speech of our new Governor, 
it appears the present types of motor 

__ vehicles will be superseded by a totally 
different kind of motor conveyance in 
the immediate future—the Catapillar or 
Pftdrail- the reputed road maker-instead 
of .the present set of road-destroying 
motors. His Excellency Sir Graeme 
rhomson K.C.B., has already brought out 
three of the new motors for trial on our 
roads-and if successfui.whieh we reason, 
ahly hope it would, the Government may 
certainly mate it the authorised convey- 

nee to be used on all our Motor Roads 
at great savings to the Revenue.

Yet with ail the different methods of
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Cadbury have given ns two or three 
handsome gifts, a handsome laboratory 
and Mr. Cadbury has told me that we 
aie to have another £10,0,00 to aid agri­
culture. (Hear, hear.) Education is 
all very well, but what is the good of 
education, and professional education 
to people if they liuve no force of cha< 
meter, no initiative, no flense <>f respon­
sibility ? It is 8eldpitt that these are 
l>orn in a child, and developed by them­
selves. They must have opportunities- 
of development. Our public school 
system, faulty as it may be in imparting - 
brainy knowledge, certainly produces 
men, and our object in Achimota, and in 

■ nil oar educational schemes, is to deve­
lop the force of character of the A Iri­
an. Character training lias always-been 

. talked about, and generally most talked 
about by the people who know least 
about it. I have talked a great deal 
about it myself— ( Laughter)— without 
really realising what it meant. But 
the way ia which we are going to get dt 
this character business is by means of en­
deavouring to impart a personal religion 
in the minds of all our boys and girls — 
(hear, hear)-an absolutely personal 
religion, without any relation, to deno­
mination, creed, dogma, or anything 
else, a religion imparted by example-' 
precept, and seeing— imparted by a staff 
of men who are-.chmti.ns, but who dq 
not regard Christianity ns a glooW  
thing at all by the example of these? 
men, who are really Christians, but at' 
the same time as jolly as sand-boys and 
sand-girls. We do not interfere with' 
the missions, but we say to the missions 

we are not going to interfere with 
your religion, but whatever education : 
you give them, you must obey our 
onto.. .Now (I,i, i . „  thi„K wMrf, 
lam sure, you will feel sympathy with.
The essence of our educational system 

there is to keep the African an African
