KILLING THE HEN.
A Cottager and his wife had a Hen, 

A  which laid every day a golden egg. 
They supposed that it must contain a 
great lump of gold in its inside, and kill­
ed it in order that they might get it, 
when to their surprise they found that 
the Hen differed in no respect from their 
other hens. The foolish pair, thus hop­
ing to become rich all at once, deprived 
themselves of the gain of which they 
were day by day assured."

The foregoing taken from iEsop’s 
Fables, very aptly describes the present 
state of trade in both the Qy? and £gba 
Provinces and to a certain extent in the 
other business centres all over Nigeria. 
The European Merchants and their 
clerks as “ the Cottager and his wife,” by 
their policy of cutting out the middle­
man, are actually “ Killing the Hen that 
lays the golden eggs.”

The former profitable method of deal­
ing only with the African merchants 
and traders, who do wholesale business 
with the European firms, have been dis­
continued within recent years. It was 
first adopted as a temporary war mea­
sure, when it was difficult to obtain new 
supply of goods as usual from Great Bri-. 
tain and Continental countries during the 
Great War. The African Merchants and 
traders consoled themselves with the 
hope that the policy would be reversed

materialisation of this fond hope. I he 
European Firms have extended ihe.bane­
ful policy to the produce business also. 
Not content with placing their own 
clerks at every produce market in the 
town to compete with the native traders 
and dealers, who in turn are supplying 
their factories with produce, the Euro­
pean Merchants have invaded the mar­
kets in the districts in search of produce. 
In consequence of this move, all the pro­
duce markets in the town, such as Agbe- 
ni, G<?ge, Oja'ba, Mplete, £l<?ta, Ita-^gf. 
Eleiturp. Qja Igbo. Agugu, Oje, Agofli, 
Ay9runb<?, Ekot<?do &c. are now practi­
cally dead : the traders having to remove 
their weighing machines to the district 
markets, as there are very few farmers' 
now bringing their produce into the, 
town.—Nearly every farm market now 
has from 3 to 10 produce weighing ma­
chines : the buyers keenly competing 
with one another.

The inevitable result is that the mar­
gin of profit is so small that it is impossi-: 
ble for the African traders to success­
fully carry on their produce business as 
before; many of them have run into 
debt besides a large number who are now 
bankrupt.

"It is an ill wind that does nobody 
good.” The European Firms themselves 
are not now having an easy time of it: 
for besides providing motor Ion ies for 
transporting produce from their stores 
in the district markets, salaries to clerks, 
labourers, watchmen &c, &c.. their local 
Agents are obliged to run up and down 
in motor cars or lorries every other day
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just to -

I his policy also tends to encourase 
the buying and selliog of bad produce 
for ivl,ere half-a dozen ,,r„dJ ’ Eran\: 
nets could easily control the sellers at 
the factories -inside the town, it would 
require ten times the number to properly 
inspect the produce in the district mar- 
kets. The quality bf 0or produce ivill 
begin to deteriorate when the producers 
find that they can sell their produce 
without proper inspection.

A nother result of this dangerous policy 
is that the farmers and villagers do not 
come into the town as frequently as 
before. Many houses in several quarters 
of the town are simply left desolate—the 
owners corning home only for the yearly 
festivals. This has badly affected busi­
ness in the town—especially the shop­
keepers, a great number of whom have 
closed up their business in town and re­
moved to the farms.

What with a long list of insolvent and 
bankrupt customers, the Courts are full 
of litigations, claims and counter-claims 
for bad debts and absconding debtors, 

• and instead of cutting out the middlemen, 
in their eagerness to “ make all”  the 
profits, the European Merchants will dis­
cover that they have ” Killed the Hen.”
